Code of Conduct:
1. If you do not attend all of your classes in the day-

You do not get to play in that days practice or game

Note:  Exceptions – School related issue, family issues, ect. (Note Required)
2. If you skip a class-

1st time:  You do not get to play in the upcoming game.

2nd time:  You do not get to play in the next 2 games.

3rd time:  Player / Coach / Parent / Athletic Director Conference.

3. If you arrive late to practice-

1st time:  Verbal warning.

2nd time:  May not participate in that practice.

3rd time:  May not participate in that practice and not eligible for next game.

4th time:  Player / Coach / Parent / Athletic Director Conference.

4. If you miss a practice-

1st time:  You are not eligible for next game.

2nd time:  Player / Coach / Parent / Athletic Director Conference.

5. If you show disrespect toward your coaches, officials or teammates-

1st time:  Verbal warning.

2nd time:  May not participate in that practice and are not eligible for next game.

3rd time:  Player / Coach / Parent / Athletic Director Conference.

** Note:  Exceptions to the above – School related issues, Family issues, ect.  (Note Required)

6. If your conduct, in or out of school, discredits yourself, your parents, the school, or your team-

Disciplinary action can result in probation, suspension from the next contest or more than one contest up to and including dismissal from the team.
